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Semi-dry bed method

This method is recommended in areas
where there is shortage of irrigation water
or in areas where wet-bed method is not
possible. Follow the steps as below:

e Prepare a well-leveled field with fine
pulverized soil.

e Apply well-decomposed FYM and
thoroughly mix with the soil. About 3 kg
of FYM will be enough for a seedbed of
Imx3m.

e Make raised beds 10 -13 cm high, 1m
wide, and any convenient length.

e Broadcast un-soaked or dry seeds
uniformly on the seedbeds. About 1kg
seed will be sufficient for an area 6 m?.

e Cover the seeds using a thin layer of
fine soil mixed with well-decomposed
FYM.

e Irrigate the bed immediately after
sowing. The beds should be just soaked.
Never flood.

e Check the moisture of the seedbed and
irrigate when necessary.

¢ The seedlings will be ready to transplant
30-35 days after sowing.
